The Attorney General said it was not hieiaten-
tion to move for the abrogation of the prescut law
as it respected losolvent Debtorsy, but to recom-
mend the expediency of inquirinz whetlier it wad
not susceptible of some improvememt. An Act of

| Parliament had passed in the year 1813, which

might be called new, as far as it becam~ a part of
our legnt system. #t wax a law not before known
in the ordinary administration of justice, and ita
object was 10 provide for the discha: ge of personp
under confinemeat for debt. From time to time,
however, during the last one hundred years, Apts
of this Kind had been passed as occasion soemed
to require. Before the introduction of that prac-
tice, a creditor to a certdin amount might, by the
law of the country, not only arrest hix debtor,
and detain him till he fouud bail to try the cause,
but, on obtaining jadgment, might keep him iu
id pay the debt. At dlffers
slature had therefore interfered,
and applied the principle of the Baukrupt Laws,
10 the ordinary cases of insolvency, aud the debtor
was discharged oo surrenderiug hisefiects—Such
laws were in the strictest seuse of the ward, er
post facto; and the question was, whether e
honest debtor would not be more effectual'y pro.
tected from oppression, and the creditor from in-
Justice, by some perwanent and eatab'i<hed xystera
of law upon the subject. The present Act would
expire at the eud of the Seasion, and if not re.
newed, with xuch alteratious as might appear
expedient, the law must retorn to its - rmer state,
by which the debtor who conld not puy was sob.
